Patrick Foran, Chairman called the meeting to order at 6 35PM

Minutes from January 11, 13 and 20, 2010 were accepted as written and voted
unanimously.

Mr. Lawton shared a report from the Resource Director that outlines mooring and slip
price comparisons with municipal and private fees and rates based upon boat size.

Mr. Foranz updated the committee on the DYSD meeting originally scheduled for
February 3. It has been postponed to February 24, at DYHS with the time yet to be
determined. The purpose of the postponement was so that they would have figures from
the state determining their assessment and be better prepared for discussion.

Mr. Lawton distributed a memo from Robert Angell concerning disposal fees for pay-as-
you-go. He further reported that according to the DEP, recycling must be free to all
residents.

Mr. Lawton reported that GG-13, Insurance would not be changing.

Ms. Burkhardt moved that PW-9, Highway wages be reconsidered, seconded by Ms.
Veira and voted unanimously.

Vote on Water wages and expenses were held pending additional information regarding
the GIS and overtime.

Mr. Lawton distributed and reviewed a summary of the articles that are planned for town
meeting. They will be voted to be included in the warrant tomorrow evening by the
Board of Selectman.

Mr. Foran asked Mr. Lawton to report to the committee on what towns will be placing
meal and room tax warrants on their ballots,



Mr. Lawton reported that Jane Hastings is gathering figures on special election funding
for the purpose of a transfer from Fin Com reserve due to a delay in receiving funds
from the state.

The next Finance Committee meeting will be Monday, February 1. The meeting
scheduled for Wednesday, January 27 has been cancelled.

Mr. Stiffler attended a meeting of the DY facilities committee and reported there had
been a lot of discussion concerning declining enrollment and the facilities themselves.
At the next meeting there will be a presentation on the condition of the buildings.
Meetings will be held monthly. The committee is large and it was agreed that a lot of
further discussion is necessary.

Mr. Foran stressed again the importance of promoting the two upcoming information
sessions in various media.

A motion to adjourn was made by Ms. Burkhardt, seconded and unanimously voted to
adjourn at 8:05PM.
