Ms. Veara will represent the Investment and Capital Budget Committees. Ms. Burkhardt will represent the Personnel Committee and Ms. Voelker will be the representative to the D-Y School Committee.

Ms. Burkhardt acknowledged Ms. Veara’s efforts to bring the petitioned override to town meeting and on its acceptance. She noted all of the hard work that went into its passage.

Mr. Lawton noted that the D-Y School Committee was meeting this evening and the committee discussed their ideas on how they might balance the town budget dependent upon the outcome of the D-Y school budget.

Mr. Lawton reported that $132,213.43 remains in reserve and presented several items that might be funded from it. Ms. Veara recommended the transfer of $19,000 to pay veteran medical bills and it was approved unanimously. Ms. Burkhardt recommended the transfer of $8,593.40 for mowing of Sears Park and it was approved unanimously. Snow & ice was held until the next meeting. 

An internal transfer of $6,000 for golf debt service was requested. Ms Veara, acting as chairperson approved the transfer with the support of the committee.

Minutes from April 28 were approved unanimously as written.

A motion to adjourn was made by Ms. Burkhardt, seconded and unanimously voted to adjourn at 8:00 PM.
