Notice of the hearing has been given by sending notice thereof to the Petitioner and all those owners of property as required by law, and to the public by posting notice of the hearing and publishing in The Register, the hearing opened and held on the date stated above.

The Petitioners are Robert Sulyma and Elaine Sulyma, owners of property in an R-40 Zoning District located at 51 Wolfson Road, South Yarmouth, MA.  The Petitioners were very well represented by their son, William Sulyma, who provided an enthusiastic presentation to Board members.

The Petitioners are seeking a Special Permit to construct a 12’ x 24’ garage addition which, if constructed, would encroach into both the front and side setback requirements.  No one spoke in opposition to the Petition.  Nathan Small (50 Wolfson Rd.) Raymond Bois (35 South Dennis Rd.) and Kathy Love (5 Wolfson Rd.) all sent letters in support of the Petition.

Various sheets of photos of other local properties, a plot plan showing where the encroachment will be and photos of landscape between the subject and abutting property along with building renderings were provided by Mr. Sulyma.

The relief is necessitated by a road layout that allows for a cul de sac at the end of Wolfson Road.  This cul de sac, however, was never built and is likely to never be built.  But for this paper road lay-out, relief would not be necessary as to the front set-back which is well back from the as-built Wolfson Road.

The configuration of the structure (dwelling) is such that there is no viable, alternative location for this modest addition resulting in what the Board agreed was a deminimus encroachment.  Unanimously, the Board agreed with Mr. Sulyma that the grant of relief would cause no undue nuisance, hazard or congestion nor result in any substantial harm to the established or future character of the neighborhood or Town.
Motion was made by Mr. Palmer, seconded by Mr. Hart to approve the Special Permit for the erection of the garage structure consistent with the plans, renderings and location as represented by the Petitioners.

No permit shall issue until 20 days from the filing of this decision with the Town Clerk.  This decision must be recorded at the Registry of Deeds and a copy forwarded to the Board of Appeals.  Appeals from this decision shall be made pursuant to MGL c40A section 17 and must be filed within 20 days after filing of this notice/decision with the Town Clerk.  Unless otherwise provided herein, the Special Permit shall lapse if a substantial use thereof has not begun within 24 months. (See bylaw, MGL c40A  §9)
