Notice of the hearing has been given by sending notice thereof to the Petitioner and all those owners of property as required by law, and to the public by posting notice of the hearing and publishing in The Register, the hearing opened and held on the date stated above.

The Petitioner is Andre Adriana Limarino, owner of the property located within an R-40 Zoning & Aquifer Protection District at 59 Lakeland Ave., So. Yarmouth, MA 02664.  He is seeking a Special Permit under §104.3.2 (2) of the By-law to raise the existing single family dwelling 4 feet within the required setback and construct a modular block wall. The proposed addition will remain within the existing footprint and no new basement is proposed, only a crawl space. The Yarmouth Conservation Commission approved an Order of Conditions due to its proximity to a vegetated wetland.


The Board was concerned with water runoff from the proposed addition due to the new elevation and grade that would be created and that there should be a drywell placed on the lower area to the left of the garage to accommodate any such runoff. Otherwise, they felt that the Petitioner’s request was reasonable and that the granting of a Special Permit would not create any undue harm, nuisance or congestion to the neighborhood or the surrounding zoning district. Therefore, a Motion was made by Mr. Palmer, seconded by Mr. Hart to grant the Special Permit, as requested, on the condition that (1) a drywell be placed on the lower area to the left of the garage. The Board voted unanimously to grant the Special Permit.






No permit shall issue until 20 days from the filing of this decision with the Town Clerk.  This decision must be recorded at the Registry of Deeds and a copy forwarded to the Board of Appeals.  Appeals from this decision shall be made pursuant to MGL c40A section 17 and must be filed within 20 days after filing of this notice/decision with the Town Clerk.  Unless otherwise provided herein, the Special Permit shall lapse if a substantial use thereof has not begun within 24 months. (See bylaw, MGL c40A §9)
