Notice of the hearing has been given by sending notice thereof to the Petitioner and all those owners of property as required by law, and to the public by posting notice of the hearing and publishing in The Register, the hearing opened and held on the date stated above.

The Petitioner is Jayne M. Pelosi and Steven A. Soby who seek a Special Permit to create a Family Related Apartment in an existing structure pursuant to the provisions of  Zoning By-law §407.

The Petitioner presented what they were doing in a well thought out manner.  They presented 3 up dated pictures of the interior, an affidavit from the Town for the Family Related Apartment and Board of Health document showing that the dwelling has a septic system permit for 4 bedrooms.
No one was present to speak either in favor or against the Petition.

The Board discussed and was concerned about the septic system and that the Petitioner notify the Town of the change of use on the property.  Otherwise, the Petitioner has satisfied the requirements for a Special Permit.

Accordingly on a Motion by Mr. Garnick and seconded by Mr. Palmer the Board voted unanimously in favor of the grant of the Special Permit with the following conditions:

1. That a letter be sent to the Board of Appeals by the Health Department certifying
the septic system will accommodate the property;

2. That the Petitioner advise the Town Assessors Office of the change

of use from a shed to a family related apartment and file such

notification with the Board of Appeals.

No permit shall issue until 20 days from the filing of this decision with the Town Clerk.  This decision must be recorded at the Registry of Deeds and a copy forwarded to the Board of Appeals.  Appeals from this decision shall be made pursuant to MGL c40A section 17 and must be filed within 20 days after filing of this notice/decision with the Town Clerk.  Unless otherwise provided herein, the Special Permit shall lapse if a substantial use thereof has not begun within 24 months. (See bylaw, MGL c40A  §9)
