In the event of a
conflict between any of these Rules and Regulatithresprovisions of any bylaw or statute, as treeaaay be,
shall prevail. The invalidity of any section oopision of these Rules and Regulations shall nadlidate any
other section or provision hereof.

1. All Appeals or applications for Special Pertoithe Planning Boarshall be submitted on the forms
provided by the Board for such applications.

2. Two(2) original applications (attached) typewrittenhand printedno photocopies), must be completed and
signed by the Petitioner and the Property Ownarpa filing the application with the Planning Bdar

3. A formal Site Plan Review hearing must be catga prior to filing the application with the Plamg
Board.

4. On the application, in the space provided Rnoject”: after the wortiproperty” , summarize what it is the
applicant proposes to do; this is the informatisadifor the legal advertisement in the newspapke hearing
could be illegal if this information is incorreat mcomplete.

5. All applications for Special Permits must beanpanied b Certified Plot Plansnot more ther years
old (15 Certified Plot Plans if the project is a commedrpiaject within theAquifer Protection District).
Applications for Cluster Subdivisions or Plannedidential Developments, Per Bylaw section 402, must
submit all plans normally required for a Definiti8abdivision, as outlined in the Planning Board#eR and
Requlations Governing the Subdivision of Lawdhich include amriginal and 15 copies of the subdivision
drawing and 15 copies of the street profile The petitioner shall file with the applicationfiicient plans and
drawings so that the Board can address all ofiteri@. Plans must be prepared by a Registeasd L
Surveyor or qualified Professional Engineer andl st@w; the locus; the parcel or parcels of lamebived; the
existing or proposed building or buildings; the pweed additions or alterations of existing buildingth all
dimensions set forth; the location of the septie; éxisting or proposed frontage, front, side, lieardistances;
all perimeter dimensions (existing and proposexiation and width of abutting, and on-site, steewt drives,
parking, existing topography; a grading plan, afgzoposed and retained vegetation, distinctievben
upland and wetland.

In the case of application in conjunction with Bylaection 404, Motels, where relief from the Yarriou
Architectural and Site Design Standaislsought, the Board also requi@sopies of all architectural
elevations and renderings, scaled floor plans ancedified plot plans showing existing and proposed
conditions. If the applicant has attended Design Reviewgctrament sheet must be submitted with the
application.




The Board may, at its discretion, waive these reqouents or request additional material consideesgssary
for its review of the application. Extra copiddite plans will be disposed of after the hearintgss otherwise
requested.

6. For all applications for Special Permits, tppelecant shall provide the current Assessor's Mag laot
Number for the property which is subject of thetpet, and accompanied by a list, by the currerdessor’s
map & lot Number, of the abutters (see assessent#fiCation for Abutters List attached).

7. All applications for Special Permits must beampanied by a filing fee of $200.00, plus posteags of
$5.00 per abutter. Postage charges will be detexairtby multiplying the number of abutters time0$5which
is the current cost for two required mailings. Aggnts shall pay the actual cost for the requieggl
advertisements.

8. Hearings (max. 4) shall be held by the Boardhexfirst and third Wednesday of each month 3® 5. m.
or at the call of the Chairman or Acting Chairmarthie Yarmouth Town Offices 1146 Route 28 South
Yarmouth, or at such other place as the Chairmakcting Chairman may from time to time designate.

9. Hearings shall be held in accordance with MLGChapter 39, §23A-23C and shall be open to th#ip
except at such times as the Board, by majority,\stall vote to go into Executive Session in acanog with
provisions of M. G. L. Chapter 39, §23A.

10. The Board may, in a particular case, waivetstompliance with the requirements of these Rales
Regulations when, in the judgment of the Boardhsction is in the public interest and not incotesis with
the Zoning Enabling Act or the Zoning Bylaws of thewn of Yarmouth.

CONDITIONS

The Planning Board approval shall not be grantdessrthe applicant demonstrates that no unduenmugsa
hazard, or congestion will be created and thakthelt be no substantial harm to the establishefiiture
character of the neighborhood, or of the townaddition, on approval of a Special Permit undelBykection
404, the Planning Board must find that the projeeets the purpose and objectives of the Yarmouth
Architectural and Site Design Standards.
